Honour your partners Corners address
All join hands and away to the West.

Halfway round and promenade back
Lady in the lead and the gent behind

Swing your own and I'll swing mine.

Allemande left with the corners all

Right hand to partner and Grand Chain all
All the way round on the ball of your heel
Meet your honey with a smile

And roll her around swing her a mile.

Head lady out to the right
Richt hand gent with the right hand round
Partner with the left hand round
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Opposite gent with the right hand round

Partner again with the left hand round

Left hand gent with the right hand round

And swing ’em in the centre with six hands round
All break and swing as you come around.

Allemande left with the corners all
Allemande right your own
Balance to the corners all

And swing O’ Mandy home.

Second lady out to the right

Right hand gent with the right hand round
Partner with the left hand round

Opposite gent with the right hand round
Partner again with the left hand round

Left hand gent with the right hand round
And Birdie in the centre, seven hands round
Bird fly out, Hawk fly in

Birdie fly in, give Hawkie a swing

And six hands round in a great big ring

Allemande left with the corners all

Right hand to partner and Grand Chain all
Honour your lady and pass her by

Swing when you meet them by and by.

Third lady out to the right

Right hand gent with the right hand round
Partner with the left hand round

Opposite gent with the right hand round

Partner again with the left hand round

Now the left hand gent with the right hand round
Birdie in the cage and seven hands round

Break and swing with your corners all.
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Run away home and swing your own
She loves me best, she told me so.

Fourth lady out to the right

Right hand gent with the right hand round
Partner with the left hand round

Opposite gent with the right hand round
Partner again with the left hand round
Left hand gent with the right hand round
Birdie in the centre and seven hands around
Birdie fly out, Hawkie fly in

Cheat ’em a swing all over the hall.

Run away home and swing your own
And leave my dear little doll alone.

Allemande left with the corners all
Allemande right with your own
Doe-see-doe with the corners all

And swing with the girl across the hall,

Home you go and swing your own

She loves me best she told me so.
Allemande left with the corners all

Right hand to partner and Grand Chain all
Halfway round and swing with your own.

Right and left on the head

Right and left on the side

Allemande left with the corners all

Right hand to partner and Grand Chain all
Swing your own when you come home.

All join hands in the centre fall
Do it again for the good of the floor
And thank your ladies, that will be all.

Head two gents forward and back
Forward again your right hand over
Back with the left

Right hand to your corners

And turn half around

Back with the left

Swing your corner lady

Roll her all around.
